NEW TECHNOLOGY LAB OPENS AT SKMM HEADQUARTERS IN CYBERJAYA
Cyberjaya, 29 April 2010 – Suruhanjaya Komunikasi dan Multimedia Malaysia (SKMM) today launched the SKMM Technology Lab Exhibition at SKMM Headquarters in Cyberjaya. The lab was officiated and launched by Y.Bhg Tan Sri Khalid Ramli, Chairman of SKMM. The SKMM Technology Lab will be open to the public and showcase, amongst others, locally produced communication equipments and technologies.
The establishment of SKMM Technology Lab signifies of the increasingly important role of Malaysian companies in R&D and innovation. SKMM is collaborating with the Malaysian Technical Standards Forum Bhd (a forum designated under the communications and Multimedia Act 1998 and under the purview of SKMM), MIMOS Bhd (an agency under MOSTI), Pernec Corporation Bhd, Nadi-Ayu Technologies Sdn. Bhd and Packet One Networks Sdn. Bhd to establish the Lab. 
The Lab Exhibition will include a showcase of the latest technologies including MIMOS WiWi technology, backed by IPv6 transport layer utilizing the iDOLA ultra-portable computer (iDOLA netbook) equipped with Integrated Service Delivery Platform (ISDP), a JAVA Version 6 platform software application for loading the Government applications, whilst Packet-One Network provides direct WiMAX to WiFi connectivity via the DV230 Modem sample unit.

The opening of the Lab in SKMM signifies another stamp of approval of Malaysia’s attractiveness as an R&D location. The country is seen to have good quality technology and research talent, as well as a comprehensive industry ecosystem with world-class technology capabilities, all of which makes the country an ideal location for innovation and knowledge intensive industries.
